Welcome back to what promises to be another busy and rewarding term at Clifton school. 

At the end of last term, Clifton and Durban Girls College collaborated to invite Rev Di Pickford to present her talk 

on screen addiction. This was the second time that I have had the pleasure of listening to a wise counsellor, 

presenter, author and parent. 

Although social media has transformed the world in many positive ways in our modern, busy and full lives, we are 

finding ñbeing presentò more and more difficult to accomplish.  If we just look at families going out to a restaurant 

for a meal, we often find that they are present in body, but not in spirit, as each member looks at and attentively 

interacts with their cell phones.  Social media has become a huge distraction to us; a virtual world exists in 

parallel to our physical world. This virtual world has captivated us and made us its slave, leaving little time for us 

to be present with those with whom we come into contact. I find it disappointing and frustrating that I have often 

had the experience where I have made an appointment to see someone and while talking to him or her, they pick 

up a phone call. The allure of this virtual world is so strong that people will stop face to face interaction with 

others. 

As adults, we often bemoan the amount of time that our children spend interacting with a screen. We are horrified 

by the younger generationôs addiction to screens and reliance on them.  However, if we look at our own 

behaviour, we find that we are just as guilty, if not more so than our children.Our interactions are always ñvery 

important and have to do with workò. We believe that our interactions are far less frivolous than our childrenôs 

interactions, however this important and urgent stuff we do on our screens, takes us away from those we should 

be interacting with in person.   

Itôs fascinating that when people travel overseas or go to experience something new, they spend most of the time 

trying to record the event by taking pictures to the extent that they lose out on actually enjoying the experience for 

what it is.  

All of this points to the fact that we tend to be absent in the moment and are not present in our modern world. 

This is something I believe that we will need to work very hard at in the future if we are to make meaningful 

connections with those around us. 

We have all heard that the quality of time spent with others, especially oneôs family, is more important than the 

quantity. This is especially the case in our busy modern lives. We need to discipline ourselves and structure our 

screen time so that it does not rule our lives and destroy our relationships. Something, which I am now trying to 

do, is to only look at my phone when I am alone. This is a difficult challenge, but one that I think is well worth 

doing.  

In our school setting, ñbeing presentò, has implications for us as teachers; we always need to model this 

behaviour to the boys. We need to educate them to be present when they are with others. ñBeing presentò shows 

respect for others and that you can listen to those around you. It ensures that we think of others and their lives, 

instead of being self-absorbed. During this term, let us all try to make a concerted effort to be present in the 

company of others.

Declan Bradfield and Carl Tostee who 

were part of the amazing team that 

rescued a stranded dolphin at uMhlanga 

beach over the weekend. They have both 

been Nippers since they were 9 years old 

and have both competed for KZN in 

Lifesaving.  They are incredible watermen 

and they were delighted to have had this 

once in a lifetime experience!! 

They spent 3 hours in very cold water, 

cutting their feet on the rocks when they 

initially rescued the dolphin and coming 

out with sunburned bodies and blistered 

shoulders.  An excerpt from the article 

written in the Northglen News follows: 

 

Heroes hailed for uMhlanga Beach dolphin rescue 

ñ...After an operation lasting more than three hours, the dolphin was saved and released in deeper waters. 

Speaking to Northglen News, URSLC member Declan Bradfield, explained the dolphin had first been spotted by 

senior lifesaving club member Derek Morris. 

ñWe were training as we normally do on Sunday when Derek (Morris) spotted the dolphin struggling to the right of 

Grannies Pool. When we got out to him he had a few cuts on his head and it was far too rocky to try and gain any 

footing to help the dolphin, so we moved him over to Grannies Pool. We supported his head and kept the blowhole at 

the surface. 

ñSeveral people contacted members of Ushaka Marine World and the KZN Marine Animal Stranding Network who 

came out to assist. We were probably in the water for three hours and we could see the pod of dolphins he belonged 

to hanging around because they knew something was wrong. Initially he wasnôt looking great and he wasnôt 

thrashing or moving. We then contacted a dolphin charter boat to help move the youngster,ò Bradfield explained. 

The spinner dolphin was placed on a spinal board and the boat took the rescuers along with the mammal out to sea. 

ñOnce we reached the backline I, along with others dived into the water, and helped the dolphin. He took a few 

moments to acclimatize and then, with no frills or fuss, he just swam off. It was such a sweet feeling seeing him swim 

off like that. I think everyone involved in the rescue deserves praise because it was great to see the community and 

rescuers rally around the dolphin,ò he said...ò 

What an awesome experience, Declan and Carl!
